Theme of the Event

The theme for MMNG 2010 will be “Welcome to Fantasy Island.” We plan to incorporate this theme into the shows and
decorations we put up. Sunset Ridge will be become the airstrip for “de plane.” So, have fun with the idea and we
will all work to make the 18th annual MMNG a really great time of making all of your fantasies come true. Plan on
decorating your tent site or your cabin to fit the theme (but remember that tent sites do not have electricity).

Food and shelter

During MMNG all food is provided with a simple breakfast and generous lunch and dinner.
Unlimited iced tea, lemonade, and ice water will be available at all times. Snacks will also be
provided throughout the day. Limited vegetarian menu items will be available and we will try to
assist those with special food needs. You must provide your own soft drinks and alcoholic
beverages. Please note that during the pre-gathering period NO MEALS are provided, as the
main function of the cooks, at that time, is to get the kitchen ready for MMNG. Plan ahead and
bring some extra food with you or plan to make trips into Leavenworth or Tonganoxie. Groups
hosting cocktail parties may supply alcoholic beverages, soft drinks, and snacks but quantities
will be limited. Also remember that only the cooks do the cooking in the kitchen. Don’t hassle
the cooks. They have enough to take care of already.

There are three ways you can stay at the camp — cabin, tent or RV. The price of MMNG is the same whether
you camp in a tent or bunk in a cabin but slightly higher if you use an RV (see next paragraph). Cabins have
electricity but no bathrooms; are rustic, musty and can be crowded. We call that "ambiance." There are no formal
hookups for RVs and tent sites aren’t always shady and level. We call that "camping." Electricity, running water,
showers, flush toilets and porta-potties are available at the camp in various locations so you are not expected to
live like cave men. Please don'’t arrive expecting plush facilities or 4-star service. You will be disappointed. Expect
the basics and a lot of fun with naked men!

Having an impact!

Camp Gaea requires an Impact Fee for each RV, towed camper, pop-up camper or bus that enters the camp.
For MMNG it will be $30. The monies are used to maintain and upgrade the roads and parking and to pay for the
electricity these units consume. It does not guarantee electrical plug-in availability and there are no dumping
facilities on-site but the number of electrical hookups have been increased thanks to Bill P’s work. The 59
impact fee is charged each time the RV enters and exits the camp so if they leave and return, they pay again.
Those tenting or staying in cabins, vans or pick-up campers do not have to pay this fee. Also, the fee is assessed
per vehicle, NOT per person. If there are multiple guys in a camper, there is still only one Impact Fee for that
vehicle. If you will be staying in an RV or camper during MMNG please indicate on your registration form if you or
who will pay the Impact Fee for that unit. If you arrive early or stay after MMNG, you do NOT have to pay an
additional Impact Fee. Just let the caretaker know that you have already paid it when you paid your fees for
MMNG (it will be on your confirmation form).

Powering up the fun!

If you want to use electricity at Camp Gaea, your choices are restricted since the camp has a very limited
capacity to handle electrical needs. Cabins and the main buildings have basic electricity available but there will
be NO electrical hook-ups or electrical cords running through the main tent camping areas (excluding those in
use for special events during MMNG). This includes any RVs, trailers or busses parked away from the
designated RV camping area. This will be strictly enforced. Portable generators, with their inherent noise and
smell, will NOT be allowed in the tent camping areas.

Electrical outlets can be found in the designated RV camping area but you must pay the RV Impact Fee to
use these hook-ups and even then they are limited in capacity and availability. Electrical hook-ups for RVs are
not guaranteed. Internal generators may be used. Tent campers may choose to pay the RV Impact Fee and
camp near the RV camping area to vie for electrical use there.

MMNG encourages attendees to come up with more creative, self-sustaining ways of doing lighting. There are
many types of solar lights and units available to provide decoration, lighting and entertainment. Some attendees
have even charged large batteries during the day to bring into the camping area for use at night. If you MUST
have electricity for health reasons (e.g., a CPAP machine) you will need to stay in a cabin or camp in the RV
designated area. There is no electrical connection for the tenting areas except for medical reasons and this must
be approved by the coordinator beforehand. The coordinator has final say on electrical usage.

Party 'til dawn?
With respect to those who are “morning people” and local ordinances, loud late night music and other noisy
activities will end by 11pm or midnight depending on the night. Attendees may do quiet activities as late as they



wish. We hope to provide an enjoyable experience for all attendees. Please realize that on the bluff your voice
will carry, so remember to “tone things down” after 11pm. You can be up all night if you wish but please respect
the rights of others to get some rest.

Prized Attendees!

Everyone likes to be a winner and some attendees will actually have a trophy proving they are! The MMNG staff
will select a Mr. MMNG 2010 and attendees will have the chance to vote for Best Buns, Best Chest, Best Dick, etc
during the gathering. Other competitive activities may involve prizes but these will be determined by those
leading the activities. In the past, body painting, oil wrestling, "drag" racing, and costume contests were some of
the offerings that had a certificate. Every MMNG is different so activities and prizes will vary.

Ya wanna be in pictures?

K s Still cameras are welcome at MMNG. Attendees may choose not to be photographed during the
gathering and will be identified with a special red name tag. Non-photo attendees will not be allowed
to take pictures of other attendees. Video cameras will not be allowed on camp grounds. Digital
cameras with minimal video capacity will be allowed but owners are asked to refrain from using video
features. The video capability of cell phones should also not be used. Please respect the privacy of all
the attendees. Guys with red nametags should NOT be photographed

The use of a camera at MMNG is a privilege and can be revoked or limited by MMNG staff at any time.
Attendees have the right to ask any photographer not to photograph them at any time. When using a camera at
MMNG you agree that the images taken are for personal use only and that they will not be used or displayed in
any public venue or publication without specific written permission from those pictured. We are happy to report
that in the past attendees have been very respectful of these guidelines.

Come early and stay late!

MMNG officially runs from 9am Wednesday, June 16 through NOON Sunday, June 20, but you are welcome to
arrive early or stay late. The camp is open for business before and after the event for non-exclusive use at
Gaea's regular fees. Nudity is limited to specific areas during non-MMNG times (bluff and beach). Attendees arriving
on SUNDAY or MONDAY prior to the opening of the formal MMNG check-in table must sign in at the Dining Hall
and return to do a formal check-in when it opens. Actual regular sign in (where you get your packets, etc.), will
begin at 6 on Monday. If you arrive earlier than Sunday or wish to stay after MMNG, check in and pay at Phoenix
Hall. MMNG attendees can arrive at noon or later on Sunday and not have to pay an extra camp day fee. MMNG
will have exclusive use of Camp Gaea beginning on Monday, June 14 at 8am so you are welcome to use the
entire facility clothed or nude. Starting Wednesday nudity is mandatory unless weather or safety issues require
clothing since MMNG is a nudist, not a clothing-optional event.

For security reasons, you will need a legal photo ID, an MMNG registration number and must sign in when
you first arrive to MMNG. If you leave the camp, you may be asked to show your nametag to regain entry. During
MMNG you are not required to stay overnight at the camp but exit and re-entry may be limited.

So what's this gonna cost me?

MMNG is a not-for-profit endeavor. Fees are set to cover expected/planned costs only including modest host
fees. Any excess funds raised are distributed to gay/naturist causes that benefit all of us or improve MMNG the
following year. Fees for MMNG have not been raised since 2005, despite rising costs to put on the event.
Because of these increased costs for the camp and food, in particular, it is necessary to increase the fees for
2010. The Impact Fee is $30. Here is what it is going to cost you to attend in 2010:

We do NOT offer a one-nite or day-only rate during the event since we want to encourage attendees, even
local ones, to stay as long as possible to enhance the full gathering experience.

Register early!

Only 200 registrations will be accepted. If a sell-out occurs excess applications will be returned as soon as
they arrive. No registrations will be accepted after May 31st or at the gate. Space cannot be held without full
payment. An option to pay with Visa or MasterCard via PayPal is available with an additional $10 service fee on



the website. A confirmation letter and/or email will be sent shortly after a registration is accepted, and then all
registrants will receive a final information packet with detailed directions and all other details about May 15th.

Fly on in?

The good news is that airline ticket prices to Kansas City International Airport are usually reasonable. The bad
news is that the camp is nearly an hour away and we do NOT offer a shuttle service. Your options are to rent a
vehicle or to arrange a ride with friends. MMNG will distribute a list of attendees who plan to fly in so you can
arrange to share rental vehicles and will also provide information on anyone offering to supply a ride. Please
indicate on your application if you wish to be included on these lists. If you do arrange a ride, it is suggested that
you pay your volunteer driver $20 each way.

Fun and Friendly Vendors

MMNG is a place for fun and for some, fun always includes shopping (asEs
evidenced by the “Dollar Tree Divas”). In the past few years several guys have
asked if they could peddle their wares, so each year we offer them the chance.
We don’t want the event to resemble a flea market, however, so anyone
attending the event that plans on selling merchandise or services must get approval
from the MMNG Coordinator PRIOR to the event. Vendors are expected to be
paid, registered attendees of the event and must register like everyone else.
MMNG does not charge a vendor fee; however, we do expect that each vendor
will make an appropriate donation of items to be used in either MMNG activities|™
or the MMNG Pink Elephant Auction. MMNG retains the right to limit selling to™—
specified areas and times. MMNG also retains the right to deny or restrict sales and vendors as desired.

The sex issue always comes up...

While many people equate nudity and sex, naturists know that these are two very different issues. We are not
prudes, but we know there is much more to enjoy when we are naked than only sex! During MMNG we allow
attendees to make up their own minds about their personal behavior. We ask that you respect the rights of other
attendees wherever you are and adjust your private behavior appropriately. Do not be offended if asked to move
your activity away from a public location. Also, remember that “NO” means “NO” and any sort of harassment or
intimidation will not be tolerated. As always, if you do play, play safe! | want to see you all around for many years
to comel!

Now for the Fine Print...
» Fees include cabin, tent or RV site, scheduled meals, snacks, coffee, iced tea, lemonade, full use of camp
facilities and an MMNG mug.
» You must wear your MMNG name tag at all times. If you lose your nametag a new one will be made.

» Cancellation Policy: Individual notice of cancellation received before May 31st will be refunded all except
$30 service charge; no refunds after May 31st.

» In the unlikely event of a full gathering cancellation, ALL fees would be refunded.

» PETS, FIREARMS, FIREWORKS and VIDEO CAMERAS are NOT allowed at this event.

» Accommodations for handicaps are somewhat limited. Please contact us if you have any concerns.
» Abuse of alcohol or use of illegal drugs will result in eviction without refund of fees.

» This gathering is a nudist — NOT a clothing-optional event and, within the limits of safety, nudity is required.
» Footwear is essential for safety and should be worn most times.

» Parking and driving of RV's, cars, and trucks may be restricted to specific locations at the camp. Avoid
driving your RV in and out of the camp during the week.
